On how to file a case U/S 154(3) of the CrPC
If police refuse to Register a F.I.R. or 
register only a NC, even if the complaint is for a Cognizable offence
 

 

 

Dr. Leo Rebello, President, All India Letter-Writers Association and Litigants Welfare Forum, a whistleblower since 1978, has provided a draft application that he is going to move before the Metropolitan Magistrate's Court at Borivali, Mumbai. He is waiting to file this case because his RTI appeal is pending before the DCP Zone 12 and he expects solution will come out of it. If not, he will move this application, which is kept ready; he informed when I called on him on August 1, at his home in Kandivali.
 

DR. LEO REBELLO’S STEP WISE GUIDELINES

(a) Using his draft others can fill in the required details, 
(b) put a Rs.10 court fee stamp, 
(c) get it sworn with the Asst. Registrar available at every    MM court for the purpose, and 
(d) hand it over personally to the concerned MM court. 
(e) Then argue your case personally -- accurately, briefly and clearly and 
(f) without being afraid of or pressurized by anyone. 
(g) For attesting you may need official ID like passport, driving license, voters I-card, PAN Card. 
(h) Usually these Oath Administering Officers and other court staff sit with their drawers open like beggars and demand money for everything including copies. 
(i) Do not give anything to them. 
(j) Instead you can complain to the ACB.
 (k) If for some reason you cannot speak cogently, or if you have a fear of the courts, the Learned Social Worker who was SEM for 18 years and refused to attest false dying declarations or bogus Identification Parades, advises that 
(l) you may engage a representative u/s 32 of the Advocates Act, 1961. The representative need not be a lawyer, he avers. Dr. Rebello has represented many using that provision. But he represents only those who are extremely poor or illiterate who cannot represent themselves.  

(m) If you cannot argue your case, or if you cannot find any Representative, only then you may engage a lawyer (pronounced liar by south Indians).
(n) While engaging a lawyer, Dr. Rebello advises that you should ensure whether s/he is competent, and 
(o) fix his/her fees and take receipt. 
(p) For convenience of advocate  do not pay part amount in cash and part in cheque, as otherwise the unscrupulous advocates will only give receipt for the cheque amount and not the cash given and demand more money every time and deny having received the cash amount … I committed this mistake not long ago… goto http://www.RoguePolice.com/lieing.htm 
 

Incidentally, Dr. Rebello is expert at moving PILs. His first PIL was against MHADA, then he successfully fought Shiv Sena to remove Ganpati Pandal being put in the middle of the Road in Kandivali East. He is also the pioneer who filed a Civil Writ Petition [WPC 219/2007] in the Supreme Court of India through Internet, got it numbered, got it assigned to the Division Bench of three judges headed by the CJI, it being a Constitutional matter dealing with the grave irregularities in the Presidential and Vice Presidential Elections and argued personally.

SUBMITTED FOR KIND CONSIDERATION
The above named complainant moves this application with an urgent request to direct the present senior inspector incharge of Samata Nagar police station, under section 154(3) of the CrPC to register FIR against Farooq Lockwalla of New Life Auto Garage, Behind ST Stand, W.E. Highway and Quarry Road Junction, Malad East, Mumbai 400097.  
 

Since Pramod Rane, Vishwanath Satam and M.G.Sapkal, Senior Inspectors of the Samata Nagar police station did not register my FIR u/s 406, 418, 420, 179 and 383 read with 34 of the IPC, since 2000, I am constrained to move this application.  They maintain that since I have put a civil case (in the Consumer Court), additional case cannot be registered, which is not true. Both Civil and Criminal cases can be filed. Also, the Police cannot interpret things. First they are duty bound to register FIR under section 154(1) of the CrPC. They need not immediately arrest the accused as per another SC judgment, but they cannot refuse to record a FIR. That is the position in law. If the SHO or the Senior Inspector Incharge of the Police Station fails to record the FIR a written complaint can be made to the Superintendent of Police (DCP) of the Area, which too was made twice. Under the same 154(3) of the CrPC even this court has jurisdiction to direct the said Senior Inspector of Samata Nagar Police Station.  
 

There is now absolutely no ambiguity in this regard. Vide order dated 14th July 2008 in WP (Crl) no.68 of 2008, the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India (BN Agrawal and GS Singhvi, JJ) passed the following order:

"It may further give direction to take immediate steps for apprehending the accused persons and recovery of kidnapped/abducted persons and properties which were subject matter of theft or dacoity. In case F.I.Rs are not registered within the aforementioned time, and/or aforementioned steps are not taken by the police, the concerned Magistrate would be justified in initiating contempt proceeding against such delinquent officers and punish them for violation of its orders if no sufficient cause is shown and awarding stringent punishment like sentence of imprisonment against them inasmuch as the Disciplinary Authority would be quite justified in initiating departmental proceeding and suspending them in contemplation of the same". 
 

Since the police have consistently failed to register my FIR and take action against Farooq Lockwalla, the criminal garage owner, since 2000, for obvious reasons, this is a fit case for immediate intervention of this court.
 

PRAYERS
1.. Direct Samata Nagar Police Station to immediately record my FIR and immediately issue me a copy of the same as per 154(2) of the CrPC.
2.. Direct the SNPS to arrest Farooq Lockwalla, the garage owner who has not returned my car given to him for repairs in December 1999, inspite of full payment made till today, because of police complicity.
3.. Initiate proceedings u/s 217 of the IPC against the present and past Senior Inspectors named in para.2 above, the having failed in performing their duty, deliberately or otherwise.
4.. Cost of this petition.
5.. Any other action as this court may deem fit.
