See this complaint, how it was made. When I went to the police station, I was certain, they will refuse to register FIR...   had gone  prepared, with written complaint. Simply handover  the written complaint and take acknowledgement on copy, from a police clerk, who receives inward mail. Do not try to handover to Duty Officer, he will not take it.
After you have received acknowledgement, meet the Duty officer and try getting FIR registered. In case of any difficulty, send a mail to ikchhugani@yahoo.com 
In my complaint it is mentioned “FIR under IPC section 463, 464,466 & 474”. It is NOT  essential for you, to mention under what section your case falls. Simply mention the incident / crime as it has happened.

Sir,
In reply to my RTI application, regarding filing of charge sheet against me & my family on 3rd May 2006, inspite of court order passed on 15.2.2006, staying all proceedings, it is stated by Sr Inspector, Khar on 3.1.08, states that “Due to overload of work order of the Hon’ble high court was not read by the IO, hence the chargesheet which was kept ready on 24/2/2006 was filed in May 06 inadvertently”.

True copy of the order of the high court was given as attachment. It is observed that the signature of the Investigation Officer Inspector Dhatrak, was rubbed out, in support of the false statement. This is forgery, which attracts action under IPC section 463, 464,466 & 474. Accordingly I filed 1st appeal and demanded action against the Sr Inspector for forgery.

The 1st appeal was heard on 18/3/08 and order given to me on 10/4/08, in which it is stated that the complaint of forgery must be made to ACP (crime) Bandra.

In a Cr WP 1246 / 08 on 7th July 2008, Hon’ble Justice Bilal Nazki and Hon’ble Justice A A Kumbhakoni gave directions to me (petitioner) that information of crime must always be registered at a Police Station, not with any ACP, DCP or DGP.
Hence I request you to register FIR against Sr Inspector Ajit Sawant, Khar police station and give me a copy immediately. Further you are requested to arrest the accused, without any delay.
